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Ukraine is one of the major players on the world agricultural market. In 2021, 10% of
world wheat, 15% of corn and barley, and 50% of sunflower oil in global exports were
from Ukraine. On February 24, 2022, the country shuddered from explosions, and the
world was shaken up by the terrible news about a new war in Europe. Ukraine’s
agricultural potential has been substantially hit by the war with no clear output and
export recovery time horizon. Nearly 20% of Ukraine’s territory has been occupied by
RF since February 2022, and nearly 28% of Ukraine’s agricultural capital assets ($8.7
billion) have been destroyed by the war. More than 174,000 square kilometers (30% of
Ukraine’s territory) suffers tremendous and long-term pollution and damage by
explosive objects. In July 2023 RF exited Black Sea Grain Initiative and resumed missile
attacks on the Black sea and Danube river ports, i.e., export routes with the largest
agrifood commodities transportation capacities.

KSE Agrocenter Discussion Series will converge on the multifaceted dimensions of
Ukraine's agriculture sector during and post-war. The challenges and opportunities
within this sector extend far beyond national economics; they influence global food
security and welfare. The Discussion Series aim at comprehensive exploration of
pivotal topics that define the present and future of Ukrainian agri-food landscape:

« expectations of the future development of the agri-food markets

- the role of trade and cooperation in survival and post-war recovery of the
agricultural sector

« adaptation strategies, innovative technologies and assistance options

« the role of agricultural land market in sustaining the sector and agri-food markets

« most relevant topics for research in war and post-war agriculture

The second day of the KSE Agrocenter Discussion Series focuses on exploring mutually
beneficial cooperation between Ukraine and African countries, with North African states
in the spotlight. The full-scale invasion by RF have underscored Ukraine's necessity to
forge robust international relations. In 2021, Ukraine exported 13 million tons of
agricultural goods worth $3.8 billion to 52 African countries, while importing 168
thousand tons valued at $380 million from 39 African nations. Egypt and Morocco are the
largest importers. Due to the war Ukraine's agri-food sector faces challenges such as
destruction of physical assets and declining profitability. At the same time North African
countries grapple with food production self-sufficiency, limited arable land and water
resources, and issues related to food security. The primary goal of this meeting is to
highlight the potential for a mutually advantageous partnership between Ukraine and
North African states.

Discussion 3

On February 24, 2022, RF initiated a full-scale war against Ukraine, resulting in a surge
of prices for gasoline, diesel fuel, natural gas, and inorganic fertilizers. Energy,
particularly fossil fuels, plays a crucial role in agriculture, serving as a fuel source for
machinery and as a source for production of nitrogen-based fertilizers. Export
blockade in Ukraine led to accumulation of supply of agricultural commodities and a
consequent record fall of farm-gate prices. The combined impact of farm-gate prices
decline and fuel prices increase resulted in a substantial reduction in profits of
Ukrainian agricultural producers, and enforced the latter seeking adaptation strategies
and testing new production technologies. How the Ukrainian agricultural producers
have been adapting, what are the underlying causes, challenges and strengths of this
adaptation, and how can the Ukraine’s farming be supported in these times is the
focus of this discussion.
